ASSEMBLY

The complete push bar, the grass catcher and the wheels must be assembled before using
the lawnmower. Follow the operating instructions step-by-step and use the pictures provided as
a visual guide to easily assemble the machine.

Put the metallic frame inside the grass catcher (fig. 2) - if not already assembled.

Fix the bag on the metallic frame (fig. 3).

Screw the lower part of the handle to the chassis of the mower (fig. 4A).

Screw the upper part of the handle to the lower part of the handle (fig. 4B). Do not forget

to the right side of the grip insert holder of the handle of the starter.

5. Remove the handle of the brake and to the hole in it hook extension of the cable brake
(fig. 5), then return the handle back into the grip.

6. Attaching the wheels (fig. 7-8): Use an wrench on the bolts and secure four wheels to

the deck in the appropriate position (fig. 6) - if not already mounted.

FUEL

Due to transport, the machine is supplied without engine oil and fuel. For the same
reason, some types of machines are also not filled with gear oil. Before commissioning,
fill with oil and fuel!

THE ENGINE IS CERTIFIED FOR UNLEADED PETROL
Use clean, fresh, unleaded fuel of merchantable quality;

Note: 7he machine is equipped with a four-stroke engine and must be operated exclusively
with pure petrol WITHOUT oil!

A\ WARNING!
Petrol is highly flammable and explosive, as well as its fumes. You can be seriously
burned or injured while refilling with petrol.

FUELING
A\ WARNING!

Turn off the engine. Never remove the fuel cap or add fuel when the engine is
running or is hot. After stopping the engine, wait until the engine and the exhaust
components cool down completely.

Remove the fuel filler cap (fig. 13A).

Fill petrol to maximum of one cm below the lower edge of the neck.

Don't overfilll Before starting the engine, wipe the spilled petrol.

All closures of the tank and bulk containers needs to be refitted and tightened.

BwWN =

/\ CAUTION!

Never refill the petrol in a room.

Don’t smoke or use an open flame during refilling.

Make sure you are away from heat, sparks and flames.

If petrol is spilled, don't start the engine. Immediately clean up the spilled petrol. Move the
machine from the area, where the petrol has been spilled and wait until the fuel vapours
dissipate to avoid the possibility of fire.

Don't use petrol containing ethanol. Don’t mix oil with petrol. For engine protection, we
recommend using a fuel stabiliser, which is available at filling stations.

Make sure that water and dirt doesn’t get into the fuel tank.

Fuel must not be older than 14 days.
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Note: Fue/ can damage paint and some types of plastics. When topping up the fuel tank,
be careful and try not spill any petrol. Damages caused by spilling fuel are not covered by
the warranty.

®

MOTOR OIL

This engine is delivered without oil, be sure to put oil in the engine before the starting.
Use only below recommended types of oil.

e Use afour-stroke motor oil that meets or exceeds the requirements for performance
class of SF, SG, SH API classification or their equivalent.

e For general use all year round, we recommend SAE 10W-30 HECHT 4T.

e  For general use in winter it is recommended to use SAE 5W-40, HECHT 5W-40.

e Choose optimal oil viscosity that match the ambient temperature at which you are
going to operate the machine (fig. 14). DO NOT MIX OILS!

CHECKING THE OIL LEVEL AND ADDING
@ Note: Check the oil level only when the engine is off and cool. The machine must stand
level.

1. Remove the oil filler cap / dipstick (fig. 15A) and dry it thoroughly.

2. Pull the plug of the oil filler cap/dipstick fully into the oil filler neck, but screw it. Then
remove it. After pulling out, read the oil level dipstick.

3. Ifthe oil level is near or below the lower limit mark dipstick, remove the oil filler cap / dipstick
and add oil to the engine between the upper and lower mark (fig. 15). Don’t overfill.

4. Refit the oil filler cap/dipstick.

Change the oils according to the paragraph of MAINTENANCE / OIL CHANGE.

Improper filling or not enough oil can lead to unrepairable damage to the engine.

ENGINE PRE-OPERATION CHECK
e  For your safety, and to maximize the service life of your equipment, it is very important to
take a few moments to check the engine condition before operating.

ALWAYS CHECK THE FOLLOWING ITEMS BEFORE YOU START THE ENGINE:
- Fuel level
- Oil level
- Air cleaner (if equipped)
- Total control: Make sure there are no leaks, find loose or damaged parts.
- Check the equipment powered engine.

®
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/\ CAUTION!

Be sure to take care of any problem you find, or have authorized service dealer to
correct it, before you operate the engine. Improper maintenance to this engine, or
failure to correct a problem before operation, can cause malfunction in which you
can be seriously hurt or killed.

HIGHER ALTITUDES

e Theenginesoperating at high altitudes (above 1600 meters above sea level) require the special
attention, because decrease of the fuel mixture saturation ratio to supersaturation. This
leads to the power loss and higher fuel consumption. For more information, contact an
authorized service center.

OPERATION

A\ WARNING!

The mower must not be operated without a complete grass catcher or without
a self-closing protective cover for the opening in place.

/\ CAUTION!

Immediately after you start the engine, the mower blade begins to spin. Even after
turning off the engine, the blade will continue rotating for a few seconds. Keep your
hands and feet away from rotating parts.

A\ WARNING!

Engine produces carbon monoxide during operation. It is a colourless, odourless
poisonous gas. Breathing carbon monoxide can cause nausea, faintness, reproductive
disorders or even death. Do not start the engine in a closed space which can cause an
accumulation of carbon monoxide.

TO START ENGINE
1. lIgnition is connected through the cable and the spark plug cap (the rubber boot) with
the spark plug. Check the connection (fig. 16A).

2. Press the primer bulb (fig. 16B) 1-3 times before starting the engine. Priming is usually
unnecessary when restarting a warm engine.

3. Standing behind the mower, grasp the brake control handle (fig. 17A) and hold it against
the upper handle as shown in.

4. Grasp the starter handle (fig. 17B) and pull gently on the starter handle until it begins to

resist, then pull quickly and forcefully upwards.

®
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/\ CAUTION!

Do not allow the starter grip to snap back against the engine. Return it gently to
prevent damage to the starter.

/\ CAUTION!

Rapid retraction of starter cord (kickback) will pull hand and arm toward engine
faster than you can let go. Broken bones, fractures, bruises or sprains could result.

Return the starter handle slowly to the rope guide bolt after engine starts.
Release the stop control handle to stop the engine and blade quickly if necessary.

o

Do not tilt the lawn mower when starting the engine. Start the mower on a level surface,
free of high grass or obstacles.
Do not start the engine when standing in front of the discharge opening.

BRAKE HANDLE
/\ CAUTION!

In order to avoid any unintentional start-ups of the lawn mower, it comes equipped
with an engine brake.

The engine brake is a basic safety feature of the mower. When the brake lever is released,
the engine and the blades must automatically stop. The deceleration time depends
on the condition and wear of the brake. If the brake doesn’t work properly, contact an
authorised service centre.

Before mowing, you should check the brake function several times to make sure everything
is in correct working order.

o During operation, hold the handle and the brake control lever firmly. If you release
the brake lever during the machine’s operation, the engine stops.

TO STOP ENGINE

1. Releasing the brake control lever stops the engine and also the blade.

2. Disconnect and ground the spark plug wire to prevent the mower from accidentally starting
if it's left unattended for a long period of time.

MOWING
A\ WARNING!

Before performing any of the steps described in the following steps, always stop
the engine and wait for the blade to stop rotating. In a case where it's necessary to
reach into the work area of the stopped blade, it's necessary to secure the engine
against accidental starting (e.g. by pulling the cable end of the spark plug).

THIS WARNING WON'T BE REPEATED IN THE FOLLOWING STEPS.
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GRASS CATCHER

1. To fit: Raise the rear cover and hitch the grass catcher onto the holder on rear of mower
(fig. 18).

2. Toremove: grasp and lift rear cover. Lift the grass catcher out of the holder and backwards
to remove it.

When emptying the basket, clean it so that it's permeable to air.
Emptying catcher before filling the maximum (at 50-70% content) will improve the collection
of grass.

CHASSIS

The bottom of the cover and the discharge tunnel must be cleaned after each use. The accumulation
of grass deposits, leaves and muddy deposits, etc. cause corrosion and can prevent the engine
from running properly. When cleaning the underside of the cover, tilt the mower so that
the spark plug is facing in an upward direction.

HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT INSTRUCTIONS

Do not at any time make any adjustment to lawnmower without first stopping
the engine and disconnecting the spark plug wire.

The mower can be adjusted by changing the position of wheels on three height.

1. Remove the wheel covers.

Use a wrench to unscrew the wheels.

Screw back the wheels in the desired position (fig. 6). Between the wheel and the body of
the mower must be placed a small pad (fig. 7-8). All wheels must be set to the same height.

@ | Note: When assembling, ensure the correct placement of the bolts (LH = left, RH = right).

@ |Note: RH = Clockwise rotation /LH = Counterclockwise rotation.

Tighten the wheels securely.

4.  Put wheel cover.

FOR THE BEST RESULTS MOWING
0 Your mower is designed to cut normal residential grass of a height no more than
250 mm.

Clear lawn of debris. Be sure that the lawn is clear of stones, sticks, wire or other foreign
objects which could be accidentally thrown out by the mower or wrapped around
the rotating parts. It may cause serious personal injury to the operator and others as well as
damage to property and surrounding objects.

Do not attempt to mow high dry grass or large amount of dry leaves. If the dirt is clogged
on the blade or the chassis, the engine and blade, etc., can become damaged. Dry material
may also come into contact with the engine exhaust and subsequently cause ignition.
When mowing damp or wet grass, the grass sticks to the discharge tunnel and then
becomes clogged. Clogging makes the collection and ejection of grass impossible and
causes a disproportionate engine load. We don’t recommend cutting damp and wet grass.
To avoid stirring up the dust, mow the grass best when it’s is dry, but the soil is still moist.
Dust causes the air filter pollution.

Ground speed will need to be adjusted so the clippings can be dispersed evenly into the lawn.
For especially heavy cutting in thick grass it may be necessary to use one of the slowest
speeds in order to get a clean well mowed cut. When mowing long grass you may have to
cut the lawn in two passes, lowering the blade another 1/3 of the length for the second cut
and perhaps cutting in a different pattern than was used the first time.

Cut the grass regularly. With respect to the lawn, do not cut by more than 1/3 of the total
height (to prevent it from withering). However, cut the grass by approximately 2 cm (i.e.
shorten it from 6 cm to 4 cm, for example).

Always keep the edge of the cutting blade sharp.

Only move at working pace.

Always keep the grass ejection hole clean and clear. Remove cut material only when
the equipment is stopped.

Overlapping the cut a little on each pass will also help to clean up any stray clippings left
on the lawn.

The mower should always be operated at full throttle to get the best cut and allow it to do
the most effective job of mowing.

The mowing of leaves can also be beneficial to your lawn. When mowing leaves make sure
they are dry and are not laying too thick on the lawn. Do not wait for all the leaves to be off
the trees before you mow.

If you strike a foreign object, stop the engine. Disconnect wire from spark plug,
thoroughly inspect the mower for any damage and repair the damage before
restarting and operating the mower. Extensive vibration of the mower during
operation is an indication of damage (especially blade and shaft). The mower should
be promptly inspected and repaired. Contact an authorized service center.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

To ensure proper functioning of the machine, it is necessary to have it checked and
adjusted by qualified personnel in an authorized service centre at least once a year.

Proper maintenance is essential for safe, economic and trouble-free operation of
the machine.

Failure to follow the maintenance instructions and safety precautions may cause serious injury
or death. Always follow the procedures, safety precautions, recommended maintenance and
recommended checks mentioned in this manual.

Prior to any work on the machine (maintenance, inspection, replacement of
accessories, servicing) or before storing it, ALWAYS SWITCH THE ENGINE OFF, wait
for all moving parts to stop and allow the machine to cool down. Prevent the engine
from being started accidentally. Disconnect the spark plug (disconnect the power
unit from the mains). If the machine is equipped with a trigger key, remove it.

THIS WARNING IS NOT REPEATED IN ANY FOLLOWING POINTS!

Keep this recommendation about checks, maintenance and intervals stated in this users guide.
Others service operations, which are more complicated, or it needs special tools, let it on our
authorized service.

The instructions in this manual apply under normal operating conditions. If you operate
your engine under severe conditions, such as permanent high load, high temperature
or unusually large humidity or dust, contact your service on the recommendations
applicable to your individual needs and the way of using the machine in your case.

MACHINE MAINTENANCE

e Keep the machine in good condition.

e Careful handling and regular cleaning ensure that the machine remains functional and
efficient for a long time.

e In case of abnormal vibrations proceed according to instructions (see instruction for removal

of fault).

Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the equipment is in safe working condition.

Always ensure that the ventilation openings are kept clear of debris.

Replace worn or damaged parts for safety. Use only original spare parts.

Replace safety and instruction stickers and labels with new if necessary.

Frequently check the collection basket for wear or damage.

Always be careful when adjusting the machine to avoid jamming fingers between moving

blades and rigid machine parts.

e Regularly check the blade for damage.

CLEANING

Do not hose engine. Water can damage engine or contaminate the fuel system.

e [f the engine has been running, allow it to cool for at least half an hour before cleaning.

e After use, clean the outside of the machine, empty the grass-catcher and shake it to remove
grass and other debris.

e (Clean the mower thoroughly from grass and dirt after each mowing. Clean particularly
the area under the chassis around the blade, the ejection tunnel to the grass bag, and
the space around the gearbox on the rear wheel axle (only for self-propelled mowers). Make
sure that the blade or its carrier is not damaged. Also, visually check that the V-belt cover in
the area above the blade is not loosened or otherwise damaged.
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Clean under deck by tilting the machine so that the spark plug is always up.

Wipe the surface of the machine and engine cover with dry cloth. Clean the cover of
the machine, especially the ventilation holes.

Do not let the handles contaminate with oil or grease. Clean the handle clean with a damp
cloth washed in soapy water.

Do not use solvents or petrol! This can cause irreparable damage to the product. The plastic
parts can be eaten away by chemicals.

Clean wheels, coat of grass can change the height of cut.

If any of the parts of the machine is cleaned by water or a damp cloth, etc., it must be
completely dry. Then the metal parts must be grease against the corrosion with suitable
protective oil. Make sure that the water doesn't leak into the internal parts of the machine.
If there is a connection to a garden hose on part of the machine, it is possible this part wash
by water. Then it is necessary the whole washed part of the machine and places where
the water were sprayed when cleaning, completely dry and grease agains the corrosion with
suitable protective oil.

We do not recommend washing the machines with pressure washer.

Potential damage of the parts due to corrosion, can not be assessed as a manufacturing or
material defect.

o Always empty the grass-catcher and do not leave containers full of cut grass inside
a room.

0| Never use aggressive detergents or solvents for cleaning.

LUBRICATION INSTRUCTIONS

e Lubricate the ball bearings (if equipped) in each wheel at least once a season with a light oil.

e Lubricate the pivot points on the blade control handle and the brake cable at least once
a season with light oil. The blade control must operate freely in both directions.

CUTTING BLADE

Protect hands by using heavy gloves or a rag to grasp the cutting blades.

Tip mower with the spark plug up (the handle down). Remove the hex bolt and washer which
hold the blade and blade adapter to the engine crankshaft. Remove the blade and adapter from
the crankshaft (fig. 19). Bolt has a typical right-hand thread.

Periodically inspect the blade adapter for cracks, especially if you strike a foreign
object. Replace when necessary and check the machine overall.

For best results your blade should be sharp. The blade may be resharpened by removing
it and either grinding or filing the cutting edge keeping as close to the original bevel as
possible. It is extremely important that each cutting edge receives an equal amount of
grinding to prevent an unbalanced blade. Improper blade balance will result in excessive
vibration causing eventual damage to the engine. The blade can be tested for balance
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for example by balancing it on a round shaft screwdriver (fig. 20). Remove metal from
the heavy side by grinding until it balances evenly.

e Before reassembling the blade and the blade adapter to the mower, lubricate the engine
crankshaft and the inner surface of the blade adapter with light oil.

e Place the blade with the part number facing away from the adapter. Align the washer over
the blade and insert the hex bolt. Tighten the hex bolt to the torque listed in the Specifications.

o When you change the blade, must use the original blade (for order the blade, please
contact your local dealer or call our company).

OIL CHANGE
It is recommended to ask authorized service for oil change.

®

Note: 7he first oil change should be carried out after 5 operating hours, when operating
under heavy load another change should be done after 25 operating hours.

Drain the engine oil when the engine is warm. Warm oil drains quickly and complete.
Attention: Do not drain oil when the engine is running!

When you drain the oil from the top oil fill tube, the fuel tank must be empty or fuel
can leak out and result in a fire or explosion.

1. Place a suitable container next to the engine to catch the used oil.

2. Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick (fig. 21A).

3. Remove the drain bolt - if equipped - and allow the used oil to drain completely into
the container.

®
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4. For engine without drain plug, we recommend to use oil extractor pump (fig. 22), or
drain the oil into the container by slightly tilting the engine toward the oil filler cap/dipstick
(fig. 23). Before tilting the machine, remove fuel from tank. Keep the spark plug end of
the engine up.

5. Reinstall the drain bolt. With the engine in a level position, fill to the upper limit mark on
cap/dipstick.

6. Reinstall the oil filler cap/dipstick securely.

@ Note: Please dispose of used motor oil in a manner that is compatible with the environment.
We suggest you take used oil in a sealed container to your local recycling center or service
station for reclamation. Do not throw it in the trash or pour it on the ground or down
a arain.

¢ Running the engine with a low oil level can cause engine damage.
e Wash your hands with soap and water after handling used oil.

AIR FILTER

A dirty air filter will restrict air flow to the carburetor and cause poor engine performance.
Inspect the air filter each time the engine is operated. You will need to clean the air filter more
frequently if you operate the engine in very dusty areas.

@ Note: Operating the engine without an air filter, or with a damaged air filter, will allow diirt
to enter the engine, causing rapid engine wear. This type of damage is not covered.

AIR FILTER INSPECTION AND CLEANING

The air filter must be serviced (cleaned) after 25 hours normal working. Service more
frequently when operating the machine in extremely dusty areas.

DETERMINE THE TYPE INSTALLED ON YOUR ENGINE AND SERVICE AS FOLLOWS.

Shut off the engine before performing any service on the machine. Wait till all moving
parts are completely stopped and disconnect the spark plug.

1. Release the air filter cover (fig. 24A).

2. Remove the air filter cover (fig. 25A). Be careful to prevent dirt and debris from falling into
the air filter base.

3. Remove the air filter from the air filter base.

4. Inspect the air filter elements. Clean dirty elements.

5. Wash the cover and filter element (fig. 25B) in warm soapy water, rinse, and allow to dry
thoroughly. Or clean in non-flammable solvent and allow to dry. DO NOT USE GASOLINE!

6. Dip the filter element in clean engine oil, then squeeze out all excess oil. The engine will
smoke if too much oil is left in the foam.

7. Reassemble the air cleaner.

8. Close the cover (fig. 25A) and secure it.

@ | Note: Replace filter if frayed, torn, damaged or unable to be cleaned.
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SPARK PLUG

For best results, replace the spark plug every 100 hours of use. Use only the recommended spark
plug which is the correct heat range for normal engine operating temperatures. To find actual
types of recommended spark plugs please contact an authorized service center.

If the engine has been running, the muffler and the spark plug will be very hot. Be
carefull not to touch this parts.

@ | Note: /ncorrect spark plugs can cause engine damage.

For good performance, the spark plug must be properly gapped and free of deposits.

1. Disconnect the cap (fig. 26A) from the spark plug and remove any dirt from the spark plug
area.

2. Use the proper size spark plug wrench to remove the spark plug (fig. 27).

3. Inspect the spark plug. Replace it if damaged, badly fouled, if the sealing washer is in poor
condition, or if the electrode is worn.

4. Measure the electrode gap (fig. 28B) with a suitable gauge (fig. 28A). The correct gap is
listed in the Specifications. If adjustment is needed, correct the gap by carefully bending
the side electrode.

5. Install the spark plug carefully, by hand, to avoid cross-threading.

6. After the spark plug is seated, tighten with the proper size spark plug wrench to compress
the washer.

7. When installing a new spark plug, tighten by 1/2 turn after the spark plug seats to compress
the washer.

8. When reinstalling the original spark plug, tighten by 1/8 - 1/4 turn after the spark plug seats
to compress the washer.

9. Attach the spark plug cap to the spark plug.

@ Note: A /oose spark plug can become very hot and can damage the engine. Over tightening
the spark plug can damage the threadss in the cylinder head.

MUFFLER
0 | Allow muffler, engine cylinder, and fins to cool before touching.

e Remove accumulated debris from muffler area and cylinder area.

e Make sure the muffler is without cracks, corrosion or other damage.

e [f the exhaust system is fitted with a spark arrester, it must be kept clean and passive. After
removing the arrester and knocking out the coarse dirt, clean the arrester with a fine brush
(e.g. toothbrush) from all deposits. After cleaning, reassemble it.

CARBON SEDIMENTS
It is recommended to remove carbon sediments from cylinder, piston upper side and valves
surrounding each 100 — 300 operating hours in authorised service center.

®
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FUEL SYSTEM
/\ CAUTION!

Spare parts of fuel system (plugs, hoses, tanks, filters etc.) must be the same as
original otherwise arises danger of fire.

e Regularly check the condition of fuel hoses.

e Replace the fuel hose every 2 years. If fuel leaks from fuel hose, replace the fuel hose
immediately.

ENGINE ADJUSTMENTS

/\ CAUTION!

Do not change in any way the rated speed of the engine (carburetor side or regulator
side).

Your engine was adjusted in the factory. If the motor settings is changed in any way, the warranty
will be cancelled.

operated.

If possible, avoid storage areas with high humidity, because that promotes rust and corrosion.

If there is gasoline in the fuel tank, leave the fuel valve in OFF position.

Keep the engine level in storage. Tilting can cause fuel or oil leakage.

With the engine and exhaust system cool, cover the engine to keep out dust. A hot engine

and exhaust system can ignite or melt some materials.

ADDING A GASOLINE STABILIZER

TO EXTEND FUEL STORAGE LIFE

e For engine protection use Fuel stabiliser which is available at petrol stations.

e When adding a gasoline stabilizer, fill the fuel tank with fresh gasoline. If only partially filled,
air in the tank will promote fuel deterioration during storage. If you keep a container of
gasoline for refueling, be sure that it contains only fresh gasoline.

e Add gasoline stabilizer following the manufacturer’s instructions.

e After adding a gasoline stabilizer, run the engine outdoors for 10 minutes to be sure that
treated gasoline has replaced the untreated gasoline in the carburetor.

OFF SEASON STORAGE

If your engine will be stored with gasoline in the fuel tank and carburetor, gasoline will oxidize
and deteriorate. Old gasoline will cause hard starting, and it leaves gum deposits that clog
the fuel system. If the gasoline in your engine deteriorates during storage, you may need to have
the carburetor and other fuel system components serviced or replaced. The fuel can not be in
the engine longer than 14 days. If you leave it there longer it can cause damages on the engine,
these damages are not covered in the warranty. The addition of a fuel stabilizer to gasoline can
extend the life of fuel.

The following steps should be taken to prepare machine for storage.
1. Empty the petrol tank with a suction pump after the last working of the season.

Do not drain the petrol in closed rooms, in close proximity of open fire, etc. Do not
smoke! Petrol fumes can cause explosion or fire.

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RENIOVAL FROM STORAGE

If the fuel was drained during storage preparation, fill the tank with fresh gasoline. If you keep
a container of gasoline for refueling, be sure it contains only fresh gasoline. Gasoline oxidizes
and deteriorates over time, causing hard starting and clogging.

If the cylinder was coated with oil during storage preparation, the engine will smoke briefly at
startup. This is normal.
